Their musical studies began at the age of nine with scholar-
ships from the Minoan Conservatory of Music in Crete where they received the Diploma of Piano
Performance with highest honours, Distinction and Gold medals at the age of 17s At 18 they graduated with
the hughest honours from the Music School of Heraklion and have continued to develop their performance
and technigue in Athens under the close guidance of international soloist and conductor Dimitris Toufexis .
Just one year after their first piano lesson they were awarded 3rd prize at the International Konzerteum
piano cornpetition in Athens in the 4 hands category.
