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The rain clouds were slowly gathering above

the walls of Heraklion. in the warmth of
Spring. We went up to the battlements on
the old Venetian bastion of Martinego. Snow
covered Psilroti blocked our view to the west
with its severe outline. There up on the castle,
in the middle of the bastion which they have
transformed into a small garden, stands the
black Kazantzakis: two pieces of
wood, which are beginning to peel, bound by
wire. Below. the grave: pieces of rough dark
stone. In the cracks grow wild mauve flowers.
On the grave stones a white tombstone, and
that broken too. No name. Just written by
hand. by visitors to the grave. the speech of
the Cretan, “I fear nothing. I hope for nothing

I am free”...

Jesus Gate. also known as the New Gate. led to the
southern provinces, marking the end of the main
north-south road in the city, now Evans Street.

The other city gates of Chandax or Candia (the
Venetian city name) was that of Pantocrator Gate
or Hania Gate leading to the west and St. George
Galte to the east.

The construction of the Jesus Gate, also known as
the Porta Nuova — New Gate was completed in 1587
as is shown engraved on a big marble plaque above
the main entrance, with letters. once gilded, along
with the name of the General Zuanne Mocenigo. It
owes its name to a church near by devoted to Jesus
Christ on the external side of the fortification walls.

The gate designed by Michele Sanmicheli, is one
of the finest examples of Renaissance architecture
in the entire city. not least on account of the city
side facade, which features finely hewn rectangular
stones set in three symmetrical arches. Further
openings on either side of the main gate served
as windows and secondary entrances to ancillary
areas, magazines and guardrooms. The external
facade was markedly spartan in appearance.

The exhibition presented here is a new concept and
layout of the one that had been organized during the
Cultural Olympiad by the Organization ATHENS
2004 in the Basilica of St. Markos. The material
was then ceded to the Municipality of Heraklion in
order to be permanently exhibited. The photographic
_ archival material of the exhibition originates from
the Historical Museum of Crete in Heraklion and
the Nikos Kazantzakis Museum in Myrtia.

This Jesus Gate, in the immediate proximity of

the Martinego Bastion, where the writer is resting
peacefully and since 2004 with his wife Eleni
t0o. constitutes a first “reading” of Kazantzakis'
"Odyssey”. a short “walk through” his life and
works which is complemented and completed by the
recently renovated Nikos Kazantzakis Museum in
Myrtia and the collection in the Historical Museum
of Crete.

Nikos Kazantzakis. one of the best known Modern
Greek writers world wide. whose works have been
translated into more than thirty languages. was
born in Heraklion in 1883 and died in Freiberg
in Germany in 1957.

A little further down from his tomb which is
on top of the Martinego Bastion. in the recently
restored and renovated main Gate of Chandax,
the Jesus Gate of the Bastion of the same name,
an exhibition area has been created. dedicated to
our writer, an Odyssey — a Modern gateway. a
journey to his life and works.
