FOREWORD BY THE HERAKLION MUNICIPALITY DEPUTY
MAYORESS FOR CULTURE

The strategy of the Municipality of Heraklion, during these nine years
of our term in office, has been that of balanced planning. Driven by our
firm belief that culture is the sum total of the actions taken in
the framework of visionary planning, we have concluded that
artistic events, seminars and artwork exhibitions alone are not enough.

In collaboration with the Municipal Departments of Social
Services, Sanitation and Technical works as well as with the Public
Utility Enterprise of Heraklion Municipality, we have managed to
launch significant initiatives which comprise all forms of art. And, most
certainly, to build on the success of and to continue our Municipality’s
Main Thematic Festival, Crete, One History, 5+1 Civilisations.

In the previous eight editions of the festival, we hosted important
events and workshops which covered the most important historical
periods of Crete and Heraklion. We talked about and highlighted our
city’s important past, through literature, music, theatre and songs. After
a great deal of effort and a lot of hard work, we succeeded into making it



an international festival that attracts artists from all over the world. Thus,
the official program of the festival is published in two languages - Greek
and English - and everyone wants a copy of it. We are proud because
although in the first two editions of the Festival we were struggling to
find artists to participate, we soon started receiving proposals from all
over the world. Even during the most difficult times of the pandemic and
financial hardship, we managed to maintain the same level of quality.

Contemporary Culture is the main theme of this year’s edition of the
festival. This year’s events were chosen with great cautiousness. We were
forced to choose fifteen out of the three hundred proposals that had
been submitted. Nothing would have made us happier than to host more
events. Unfortunately, we must adapt ourselves to the difficult times we
live in.

I feel I must thank the Mayor of Heraklion for his support and my
associates at the Municipality of Heraklion who worked tirelessly during
the preparations for the festival. The Director of the department of culture
Mrs M. Fountoulaki, the Head of the department Mrs E. Martimianaki,
the administrative employees Mr Antonis Roumpakis and Mrs Maria
Siganaki and the Cultural communication and promotion manager Mrs
Konstantina Chatzaki. A special thanks to Mrs Marianna Gialyti who
assumed all the responsibilities as regards the organization and the
production management of the festival. I also owe a big thank you to
our sponsors and - of course - to all of you. Your presence gives us the
courage to continue.

So, here we are, at the official kickoff of this year’s festival, full of hope,
determination and zeal.

May you rejoice, may the earth rejoice as well,
that you freed it from the hands of the infidel Hagarenes
with the protection of Christ

The epigram of Nikos Kazantzakis written on the votive stele for
Nikephoros Phokas, next to Georgiadis Park, has essentially one
interpretation. The liberation of Crete from the Arabs determined the
subsequent social, political and cultural course of the island. Under the
Arabs, Crete suffered a lot and was often referred to as “theélestos”
(God-damned). The island, however, became once again part of the
Byzantine Empire until it was occupied by the Venetians and tried to
stand up on its feet and join Christianity.

Tonight’s play, directed by Tilemachos Moudatsakis, deals with two
main issues. The personality of Nikiforos Phokas in the words of the
great Cretan writer, and the historical importance - not only for Crete,
but also for the entire eastern Mediterranean - of the return of the
island on the “right path”. The text is austere yet thought-provoking
and it actually hints at the conclusions that the spectators should draw.
And it is because of these suggestions that this play remains timeless.

“The Gospel of Markos...”A rembetiko rite

The performance investigates and presents the historical and social
conditions that gave birth to Rembetiko music and way of life and
determined their style and morals. The starting point is the dramatized
narratives of two of the leading rembetiko music composers and singers,
Markos Vamvakaris and Michalis Yenitsaris, from early 20th century to
the 1960s, as well as other representative texts of the same time period.

Through memories, stories and songs, we embark from the old town
of Syros where Markos Vamvakaris lived and reach the port of Piraeus
of the interwar era, where the immigrants from Smyrna created the
Piraeus’ rembetiko. In a crucial and transitional period, during which the
refugees and port workers were facing marginalisation, we follow their
initiation into the world of “the streets” and the passionate and intense
life led by the rembetes, their unique ideology, values and symbols. The
main means of expression and the symbol of their identity were the
songs, the music and the dances which serve as the means of initiation of
the spectators to the style and morals of Rembetiko.

The monologue of the two protagonists provides a testimony of the
special status and role of musicians among the tough guys of the streets;
the morals of the kafeneion and the teké (opium and hashish den), their
life playing the bouzouki, the semantics of zeibekiko dance, and their
problems with the police, censorship and displacement by the dictatorial
regime of Metaxas, the role of the major recording companies, the
evolution of Rembetiko after WWII and the subsequent urbanization
and the transition to the famous masters-stars of the genre.

A particular emphasis is placed on the “rituals” of Rembetiko. The
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structure of the performance and the stage design produce an atmosphere
of a “Folk Rite”, in which “Evangelist Markos (Vamvakaris) meets the
Archangel Michael (Yenitsaris)”!

The stories of the two famous rembetes are brought to life on stage by
Takis Chryssikakos, who is also the director.

Lampros Liavas, professor of ethnomusicology at the University of
Athens, is in charge of the historical-musicological research, the texts and
the selection of the music. In the beginning of the performance, he makes
a presentation of the special characteristics that shaped Rembetiko as
the identity and memory of Greek music culture, but also as part of the
Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity (listed by UNESCO in 2017).
